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The relevance of the thesis topic

The tourism industry plays an important role in the modern global economy. In
2024 alone, tourism's contribution to global GDP amounted to 11097.1 billion US
dollars [1]. Tourism accounts for about 10% of the world's gross national product,
global investment, all jobs, and global consumer spending.

By the end of 2024, the number of international tourist arrivals reached 97% of
the pre-pandemic level. In 2024, more than 285 million tourists made international
trips, which is 20% more than in the first quarter of 2023. This fact indicates an
almost complete recovery of the sector from the effects of the coronavirus pandemic.

Rural tourism occupies an important place in the structure of the modern global
tourism industry. Today it is considered to be one of the leading and actively
developing sectors of the tourism market. Many researchers attribute this to the need
to reduce rural poverty, the development of rural production, rural infrastructure, at
the same time increasing environmental problems, increasing man-made pressures
on society, growing urbanization and other factors [2].

The Rural Regeneration Strategy is a national strategy proposed by the top
leadership of the People's Republic of China and is the highest priority of the party's
work, a fundamental issue related to the national economy and people's lives.

As a product of social and economic development, rural tourism has played an
indispensable role in getting rid of poverty and building a well-off society in an all-
round way. As an important way and powerful starting point to realize the rural
revitalization strategy, developing rural tourism is conducive to optimizing rural
industrial structure, increasing farmers' income, improving rural ecological
environment, inheriting and protecting local culture, optimizing rural governance
system, improving villagers' autonomy management level, improving rural
infrastructure and promoting the construction of beautiful countryside.

Rural tourism, being a product of socio-economic development, plays an
indispensable role in getting rid of poverty and building a well-rounded society. It is
also an important way and a powerful starting point for the implementation of a rural

regeneration strategy. The development of rural tourism contributes to optimizing



the structure of rural production, increasing farmers' incomes, improving the
environmental situation in rural areas, inheriting and protecting local culture,
optimizing the management system of rural areas, increasing the level of autonomy
of rural residents, and improving rural infrastructure.

The qualitative development of rural tourism must meet the requirements of
transformation and modernization at the national and regional levels in terms of
innovation, coordination, ecology, openness, which is mainly expressed in the active
participation of rural residents, in their cooperation and in the unity of interests of
resource development depending on local conditions, aimed at innovative
leadership, the growth of the tourism economy, optimizing the production structure
in rural areas, increasing the efficiency of resources used and environmental
protection, and better meeting people's needs for a better life [3].

In 2018, the Central Committee of the Communist Party of China and the State
Council issued the "Strategic Plan for Rural Regeneration (2018-2022)," which
states that rural regeneration is an important strategic undertaking where the
common requirements are thriving industry, environmental suitability, rural
civilization, effective governance, and a prosperous life.

The ultimate goal of rural regeneration is to ensure comprehensive and
coordinated sustainable rural development and modernization, aimed at solving the
problem of modern unbalanced and insufficient urban and rural development in
China.

The development of rural tourism contributes to optimizing the structure of
rural industry, increasing the added value of agricultural industries, strengthening
the basic status of agriculture and increasing farmers' incomes, which leads to a
change in the backward appearance of rural areas, improving the rural ecological
environment and contributes to the construction of ecological civilization. At the
same time, it gives vitality to the development of rural culture, which contributes to
the strengthening of heritage and the protection of local culture. It also leads to the
optimization of the village management system, increasing the level of autonomous
management of villagers, improving rural infrastructure and promoting the
construction of beautiful villages.

The development of the tourism industry is one of the important priorities of
the National Development Strategy of the Kyrgyz Republic for 2018-2040. The
adopted document states that "new market opportunities for its development will
ensure the inclusion of the country's tourism product in the Great Silk Road tourism

nomination and the prospect of internationalization of tourism production in the One



Belt, One Road project." The introduction of tourism products within the framework
of the Great Silk Road is an important area of the republic's development strategy
[4].

Assessing the experience of the formation and development of rural tourism in
foreign countries, we can conclude that there are sufficient prerequisites for its
development in China today. However, the development of rural tourism in modern
socio-economic and legislative conditions in China has specific features. This
circumstance predetermined the choice of the dissertation research topic.

Research on the development of rural tourism as one of the key elements
enriching rural areas is conducted by various scientists, however, the specifics of
modernizing agriculture and rural areas in the Chinese style require special study,
and is an essential condition for comprehensively building a modern and powerful
socialist country, which makes the topic of dissertation research relevant and timely.
As an important component of rural modernization, this experience in the
development of rural tourism can be an important way to implement rural
regeneration strategies in other countries, which reinforces the importance of the
research.

The degree of development of the problem

The problems of the organization and economics of rural tourism are currently
represented in the works of Chinese scientists and practitioners such as Jinsheng
(Jason) Zhu, Songshan (sam) Huang, Jun Wen, Suyan Shen, Hao Wang, Wu Rulian,
Li Tao, Liu Jiaming, Liu Rui, Zheng Qiangian, Tang Chengcai, Zhang Ying and
others.

At the same time, an analysis of the sources and regulations governing the
development of tourism shows that the organizational and economic mechanism of
functioning of the rural tourism system in rural areas of China is still insufficiently
developed theoretically and methodologically.

Thus, the above makes it necessary to provide scientific and methodological
substantiation of the features of forms and methods of rural tourism development in
the system of socio-economic development of rural regions of China, which
determines the purpose and objectives of this study.

The research purpose of the thesis

The purpose of the dissertation research is a scientific and theoretical
substantiation of the features of organizational and economic methods of formation
and development of rural tourism in China, as well as the impact on its socio-

economic development.



The realization of the set goal of the dissertation research required solving the
following tasks:

- analysis of scientific and theoretical approaches to substantiate the essence
and basic concepts of the tourism sector, as well as its components;

- research of foreign experience in the development of rural tourism and
identification of patterns of formation and mechanism of functioning of this
subsystem of the industry and its national specifics in China;

- to determine the current state of rural tourism in China, taking into account
the various models of its implementation under the "One Belt, One Road" program.

- identify the main problems and barriers to the development of rural tourism
in China, taking into account regional specifics and the implementation of the "One
Belt, One Road" strategy;

- to analyze the current state and potential of rural tourism in Henan Province,
considering the main problems and limitations of this industry;

- to develop specific measures aimed at stimulating and optimizing the

development of rural tourism as one of the priority areas of the region’s economy;

- identifying the features of a rural tourism product and developing a model of
its functioning on this basis;

- comprehensive empirical analysis of the infrastructural and tourist-
recreational potential of rural tourism development in China;

- development of a methodology for assessing the development of rural tourism
based on a system of indexes;

- substantiation of proposals to ensure public administration, promotion and
support of rural tourism in China.

The object of the dissertation research is the tourism sector of China.

The subject of the research is the organizational and economic mechanism of
formation and development of rural tourism in China.

The theoretical and methodological basis of the research

The theoretical basis of the research is the works of Chinese and foreign experts
in the field of organization, economics and management of tourism activities,
legislative acts and regulatory documents regulating the functioning of the tourism
industry, applied to the goals and objectives of the study.

The methodological basis of the research is a systematic approach, a method of
comparative analysis, a method for assessing the reliability of qualitative and

quantitative statistical indicators, a method of induction and classification and



generalization. The research process combines quantitative and qualitative analysis,
such as field research, questionnaires, model building, interviews with experts,
analysis of specific situations, descriptive, deductive, generalizing and comparative
analysis.

The validity and reliability of the results obtained in the dissertation work are
due to the use of proven research methods, a reasoned and logical sequence of
reasoning, the use of a significant array of statistical data, as well as the consistency
of the results obtained with the results and conclusions of other authors' research on
similar topics.

The scientific novelty of the dissertation research results obtained by the
author includes:

- based on a systematic analysis of scientific and theoretical approaches, the
essence and basic concepts of the tourism sector, as well as its constituent elements,
are substantiated;

- the analysis of foreign experience in the development of rural tourism has
been carried out and the factors and patterns of formation of the mechanism of
functioning of this subsystem of the industry and its national specifics in China have
been identified.;

- the current state of rural tourism in China has been determined, taking into
account various models of its implementation within the framework of the "One
Belt, One Road" program;

- the main problems and barriers to the development of rural tourism in China
have been identified, taking into account regional specifics and the implementation
of the "One Belt, One Road" strategy;

- the current state and potential of rural tourism in Henan province are analyzed,
the main problems and limitations of this industry are considered;

- specific measures have been developed aimed at stimulating and optimizing
the development of rural tourism as one of the priority areas of the region's economy;

- the features of the rural tourism product have been identified and a model of
its functioning has been developed on their basis.;

- a comprehensive empirical analysis of the infrastructural and tourist-
recreational potential of rural tourism development in China has been carried out;

- a methodology for assessing the development of rural tourism based on a
system of indicators has been developed;

- the recommendations on ensuring public administration, stimulating and

supporting rural tourism in China are substantiated.



Theoretical and Practical Significance of the Dissertation Research

How to evaluate the quality of rural tourism development is defined from the
concept and content, and the high-quality development of rural tourism is
scientifically analyzed and discussed from the qualitative and quantitative
perspectives to the greatest extent possible, which enriches the theoretical system
construction of high-quality development of rural tourism.

It helps the government to strengthen its knowledge and understanding of the
law of industry development and improve the government's industry supervision,
management and service level; Provide practical guidance for rural tourism
practitioners, promote the continuous upgrading and innovation of rural tourism
products, and improve the overall development quality of the industry, so as to
realize the sustainable and high-quality development of rural tourism.

The main provisions of the doctoral dissertation submitted for defense

Rural tourism is showing a trend of continuous growth and development on a
global scale. It represents a unique opportunity for tourists to immerse themselves
in the daily life of local people, to have unforgettable experiences and at the same
time to contribute to the economic development of remote and understudied regions.
Its promotion plays an important role in protecting the natural ecological
environment, coordinating regional economic development, reducing urban-rural
differences, and spreading and protecting local characteristic cultures. The beautiful
and unspoilt natural scenery and traditional customs of rural areas create a soothing
and stress-relieving environment for tourists.

Rural tourism is becoming an increasingly important part of China's economy,
which necessitates an in-depth study of its features and factors contributing to its
development. In recent years, the State has been actively implementing a rural
regeneration strategy, paying special attention to modernization and progress in this
area. These tasks are in the context of the overall goal of achieving universal well-
being and high-quality tourism development in the country.

In 2018, the Central Committee of the Communist Party of China and the State
Council issued the "Strategic Plan for Rural Regeneration (2018-2022)," which
states that rural regeneration is an important strategic undertaking where the
common requirements are thriving industry, environmental suitability, rural
civilization, effective governance, and a prosperous life.

The development of the tourism industry is one of the important priorities of
the National Development Strategy of the Kyrgyz Republic for 2018-2040. The
adopted document states that "new market opportunities for its development will



ensure the inclusion of the country's tourism product in the Great Silk Road tourism
nomination and the prospect of internationalization of tourism production in the One
Belt, One Road project."

One of the goals of tourism development in the Kyrgyz Republic is to reduce
economic inequality between the mountainous and lowland territories of the country,
providing support to mountain communities and the development of mountain areas
through the development of tourism, their inclusion in tourism logistics and business
chains. The introduction of tourism products within the framework of the Great Silk
Road is an important area of the republic's development strategy.

Assessing the experience of the formation and development of rural tourism in
foreign countries, we can conclude that there are sufficient prerequisites for its
development in China today. However, the development of rural tourism in modern
socio-economic and legislative conditions in China has specific features.

Based on a review and synthesis of relevant research results on rural tourism at
home and abroad, the definition of the concept, types and related concepts of rural
tourism is given, the theoretical foundations of rural tourism research are outlined,
the course of development and experience of international rural tourism and China
are summarized, and the following recommendations are put forward: current
characteristics of rural tourism development in China in terms of the type of
resources, the characteristics of spatial distribution, the method of development and
the type of product; finally, by accepting the village as the object of evaluation, the
quality assessment system for rural tourism development is built using the process
of analytical hierarchy and the method of fuzzy integrated assessment, and empirical
analysis is carried out based on the implemented. On this basis, the problems existing
in the development of rural tourism in China are analyzed and some suggestions are
made regarding the further direction of development.

Due to the differences of economic system and political system, the
characteristics of rural tourism in China are mainly manifested in: rich and diverse
tourism resources, integrated development of tourism and other industries, and
diversified rural tourism products have been derived; Influenced by factors such as
the level of economic development and market size, the spatial distribution and
development are characterized by "more in the east and less in the west, more in the
south and less in the north", unbalanced and asymmetric; Multi-subject participation
and diversified development models; The government actively promotes the
development of rural tourism.

On the basis of empirical analysis, through field investigation, expert



discussion and data collection, it can be seen that the main problems existing in rural
tourism in China are: the government's ability to supervise and manage the industry
needs to be improved; The phenomenon of product homogenization is serious, and
the cultural excavation is insufficient; There is a lack of effective mechanism to
protect farmers' interests, the endogenous motivation of rural tourism development
is insufficient, and farmers' dominant position needs to be strengthened; The rural
tourism development environment needs to be optimized, especially in infrastructure
investment, personnel training and ecological environment protection.

Under the background of the country's implementation of the rural
revitalization strategy, high-quality development of rural tourism, and building a
beautiful China, suggestions for the future development of rural tourism in China
include: strengthening the government's supervision, management and coordination
capabilities, such as optimizing the investment environment, coordinating the
interests of all parties, supervision and guidance of projects, etc.; Improve product
innovation capabilities, strengthen talent training, and pay attention to the
integration of science and technology; Establish a perfect benefit distribution
mechanism to effectively protect farmers' interests; Optimize the development
environment of rural tourism from the perspectives of ecological protection, social
support and infrastructure improvement.

Given the active application of the state strategy for rural regeneration, the
pursuit of universal well-being and the use of the Chinese model of modernization,
it can be concluded that an in-depth analysis of the specifics of this area is necessary.

Research based on these topics provides not only a deep understanding of
current trends, but also an opportunity to propose effective strategies for rural
tourism development, which in turn can significantly improve the standard of living
of the local population and ensure a positive impact on the economy as a whole.

Approbation of work and implementation of research results

The main scientific provisions, methodological recommendations and practical
results of the dissertation were reported and discussed at scientific and practical
conferences, including the scientific conference held at KNU on August 23, 2023,
the scientific conference held on October 8, 2023 at Henan Pedagogical University,
the international scientific and practical conference "Digitalization, innovation
Management and economics in the interests of sustainable development" (Bishkek,
Zhusup Balasagyn National University, December 26, 2023).

Certain provisions and recommendations on the development of rural tourism

were approved and accepted for use in the practical activities of a number of



organizations involved in this type of tourism. Some of the results of theoretical
research were used in the preparation of special courses and lecture cycles in the
educational process at Henan Pedagogical University.
Publications

The results of the dissertation research are reflected in 3 papers. The structure
of the dissertation. The dissertation consists of an introduction, three chapters, a
conclusion, a list of references and an appendix. The article contains 152 pages of
the main text, 35 tables and 4 figures. The list of references includes 219 titles.

The main content of the work

The introduction substantiates the relevance of the work, the degree of
study of the problem, formulates the goals and objectives of the study, defines the
object and subject of the study, reveals the scientific novelty, theoretical and practical
significance of the work.

The first chapter of the dissertation "Theoretical and methodological
foundations of rural tourism" examines theoretical ideas about the content and
direction of rural tourism development in China and other countries, based on the
study of various concepts, the works of scientists, research, government programs.

The research is aimed at studying the peculiarities of rural tourism development
in China, taking into account the specifics of geographical location, economic
development, social and cultural characteristics, in the context of China's "One Belt,
One Road" initiative and other various parameters and post-pandemic conditions.

In the thesis, rural tourism is considered as an economic category and a
multifaceted phenomenon of the market economy.

The research conducted in the dissertation showed that rural tourism occupies
an important place in the structure of the modern global tourism industry. Today it
is considered to be one of the leading and actively developing sectors of the tourism
market. Many researchers attribute this to the need to reduce rural poverty, the
development of rural production, rural infrastructure, at the same time increasing
environmental problems, increasing man-made pressures on society, growing
urbanization and other factors.

The modern world is experiencing an unflagging interest in rural tourism,
causing its consideration as a powerful tool of international economic strategies for
the development of local communities, preserving national traditions and ensuring
sustainable economic growth of regions.

Analyzing the existing methodological approaches to the definition of rural



tourism, the author has identified many definitions and classifications.

Rural tourism, depending on the motivation of the consumer, can be classified
into agro tourism, ecotourism, ethno tourism, culinary tourism, geotourism, and rural
recreation. Along with the concept of rural tourism, there are such types of tourism
as farming, soft, green, and ecological. Agro, rural and farm tourism are often
interchangeable and synonymous concepts. This is due to the fact that rural culture
is a defining component of the tourism product in this segment.

Rural tourism is very diverse and fragmented in terms of operational structures,
activities, markets and operating environments [8]. Therefore, Scholars' definition
of the concept of rural tourism is not completely consistent, but basically they all
agree that Rurality is the foundation of rural tourism. Foreign scholars' definition of
the concept of rural tourism includes the following angles:

Second, emphasize that rural tourism is an experiential lifestyle:

Two scholars, Gilbert and Tung, put forward that rural tourism is a kind of
tourism mode in which farmers provide food and accommodation for tourists, so that
tourists can carry out recreational activities in agricultural production in farms, farms
and other agricultural environments [13]. Pearce and Mormont, among others,
believe that the attraction of rural tourism lies in the fact that the daily lifestyle in
the countryside provides tourists with a brand-new experience [14]. Busby believes
that rural tourism is a kind of commercialized and patterned tourism experience [15].
Clock defines rural tourism as transplanting, processing and marketing rural
lifestyle, rural culture, etc. in the context of rural communities [16].

Third, Emphasize the role of rural tourism:

In 1996, the Finnish Rural Development Committee put forward that rural
tourism is a path and tool aimed at developing rural resources in all directions and
in many fields, and exporting products. Rural tourism as defined by Edward. Rustic
is a type of tourism associated with traditional villages. Visitors participating in these
types of tours can experience the rural lifestyle and traditional knowledge, and
villagers can benefit directly from these types of tours.

Bernard Lane believes that agricultural tourism, farm tourism, is a type of rural
tourism, which is the largest and unique branch. He Jingming and others believe that
there is a relationship between inclusion and inclusion between them, that is,
agricultural tourism and agricultural sightseeing tourism are important branches of
rural tourism [17].

" U.T. Abytaev gives the following definition: "Agro tourism is a sector of the

tourism industry focused on the use of natural, cultural, historical and other resources



of rural areas and its specifics to create a comprehensive tourism product." And
highlights the peculiarities of the development of the tourism industry in rural areas.:

1. the opportunity to diversify the types of rural tourism;

2. provide various types of recreation (beach holidays, fishing, water tourism,
mountain, equestrian, ecological, sports and extreme tourism);

3. Natural and cultural attractions;

4. Rest and treatment;

He also notes that rural tourism becomes a source of replenishment of the local
and state budgets for rural areas of Kyrgyzstan, creates an opportunity for
employment of the rural population [19].

There are many works devoted to the study of rural tourism in its various
aspects and regions. So, Kozhokulov et al. [20] analyze the level of influence of
various factors on the development of tourism. They assess the relationship between
this industry and the socio-economic spheres of the Issyk-Kul region. Through
quantitative assessment, researchers have studied the mechanisms of the impact of
rural tourism on the general condition of one of the most visited regions of
Kyrgyzstan.

There are many studies examining Asian rural tourism in its various contexts.
For example, R.C. Aziz considers in his work various aspects of sustainable tourism
development in rural areas. The author introduces an alternative paradigm of
evaluation research, taking into account the tourism context and the overall
development of rural communities. K. Akmoldoev analyses the initiative One Belt,
One Road. He assesses the realism of the implementation of all its mechanisms for
the countries of Central Asia.

A. Aidarova [25] studies the sector of rural tourism financing. The researcher
reveals the economic performance of the agricultural sector and its impact on
sustainable environmental and tourism components. In turn, O. Saidmamatov et al.
[26] reflect in their work the factors of influence of the pandemic on the development
of rural tourism. The authors reflect the perception of risk in relation to the intentions
of tourists to travel in Asia. Ch. Beksultanova et al. [27] study the handicraft features
of rural tourism. They examine the features and prospects of this direction, taking
into account the regional location. However, there is little research on trends,
prospects, status, features, and key problems facing rural tourism in China in the
context of the One Belt, One Road initiative.

In addition, Aidarova et al. [23] explore financial elements that interact with

ecotourism and management. The researcher emphasizes the importance of



financing the agricultural sector in tourism for the sustainable maintenance of
environmental and other components that rural regions improve. The author notes
the effectiveness of rural tourism development with careful consideration of
seasonal, climatic, natural, biological, agro-industrial, and land factors present in a
particular region, considering their condition and the level of investment. Nair et al.
[24] identify the conceptual components of rural tourism. The researchers focus on
the responsible development of rural tourism in Asia. They emphasize the concept
of harmony, which should permeate all stages of rural tourism development in
provincial areas and be considered in all possible initiatives aimed at promoting this
industry.

Rural tourism is one of the most effective types of tourism activities with a
pronounced socio-economic effect.

Figure 1.1 shows the factors influencing the development of rural tourism: the
possibility of additional income for local residents; infrastructure development,
improvement of housing improvement; creation of a favorable living environment,
preservation of historical sites; revival of folk crafts, cultural traditions; increase of

self-esteem of local residents, harmonization of society.
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Figure 1.1. Factors influencing the development of rural tourism

On the basis of quantitative analysis, Lin Gang and Shi Peiji put forward that
rural tourism is a type of tourism located in rural areas, which aims at promoting the
economic development of rural areas, and can meet the tourists' activities such as
sightseeing, leisure and vacation [57].

Ding Ming [58] it is believed that rural tourism refers to the rural recreation,
entertainment and other activities that make full use of all kinds of existing tourism
resources in rural areas, fully consider and provide tourists according to their needs.
Chen Yongchi [59] it is pointed out that rural tourism should aim at increasing the



income of rural residents Jiang Yuhui emphasized that rural tourism is a kind of rural
lifestyle experience different from urban tourism. Relying on the natural ecological
resources of rural areas, farming experience activities are carried out, so that tourists
can personally experience rural residents' labor, sightseeing and appreciate local folk
arts [60].

To sum up, the definition of rural tourism by domestic scholars in China has
the following commonalities:

1. Rural tourism is developing in rural areas;

2. The resources on which rural tourism is based, rural natural ecology,
traditional culture, industrial and vital resources, which are the main objects of
tourist activity;

3. Special attention is paid to the types of activities and forms of rural tourism,
that is, sightseeing, leisure, acquisition of new experiences, recreation, entertainment
and other activities based on rural resources;

4. Special attention is paid to the motivation of tourists and the composition of
tourist groups, that is, the main contingent consists of urban residents, and thanks to
rural tourism they can relax physically and mentally and plunge into a rural lifestyle,
different from urban.

The study showed that rural tourism is considered from various theories and
approaches that significantly expand the understanding of it, on the basis of which
principles, mechanisms and methods of implementation, as well as evaluation
criteria are formulated, in general, each theory has made a significant and tangible
contribution to the development of rural tourism research.

The dissertation considered such theories as the system theory, the theory of
stakeholders, the theory of the life cycle of a tourist destination.

Thus, W. Butler suggested that the evolution of a tourist destination should go
through six periods: a period of research, a period of participation, a period of
development, a period of stability, a period of stagnation, a period of decline or
recovery, and for the first time used the "S" curve to describe the law of evolution of
the life cycle of a tourist destination [72].

Tourists continue to increase, but the growth rate decreases,
marketing advertisements are further strengthened, and local residents begin
to feel disgusted with tourists;

Stagnation The flow of tourists reaches the maximum value; The capacity of many
phase tourist destinations is saturated or supersaturated, and the tourism market
mainly depends on revisiting tourists and conference tourists, and man-

made landscapes replace natural and cultural attractions.

Fading Tourists are attracted to new tourist destinations; With the shrinking of
phase the tourism market, the price of tourism products has declined, some
tourism operators have begun to go bankrupt, and the development of new
tourism service facilities has obviously slowed down.

Phase of Tourist destinations launch a series of new man-made attractions or
resuscitation develop previously untapped natural resources.

The theories of rural tourism development considered in the dissertation

suggest that at the present stage the rational has been selected, which was achieved
at previous stages of development.

Taking into account the global experience of rural tourism development, the
study showed the existence of certain general patterns of development.

Foreign rural tourism can be divided into the following stages of development:

The stage of the origin of rural tourism (from the middle of the 19th century to
the early 1940s of the 19th century.

Many scientists believe that during this period, international rural tourism
became an integral part of tourism. During this period, as a result of the industrial
revolution, European countries accelerated the process of urbanization.

The stage of rapid development of rural tourism (early 1950s- 1970s). After the
Second World War, various countries focused on economic development, which laid
an important economic foundation and a market basis for the development of rural



tourism.

The stage of sustainable development (1980s-present). In the 1980s, the
industrialization and urbanization of developed Western countries developed
rapidly, and urban residents increasingly sought a beautiful and peaceful life in
nature. In the 1990s, rural tourism became a breakthrough in local development in
order to adjust the structure of rural production, protect the environment and solve
the problem of excess production capacity.

Since the 1990s, rural tourism has spread to almost all of Europe and North
America, while rural tourism in Australia, Singapore, Japan, South Korea, and other
countries has largely taken the standard path of development.

In terms of research methods, foreign scholars pay more attention to the
combination of research results between theory and practice, so they pay more
attention to quantitative methods to analyze actual cases. Domestic scholars pay
more attention to the analysis of tourism economic benefits and the study of rural
tourism spatial structure, which is mainly related to scholars' professional fields.
Domestic scholars are greatly influenced by the development background and
policies of the times as a whole, and the fields where practice and theory are well
combined include tourism poverty alleviation, beautiful countryside construction,
rural revitalization and other fields. On the whole, domestic rural tourism started to
develop late, but its development speed is fast.

Due to the differences in the rise time, development background, economic,
cultural, social and other influencing factors of rural tourism at home and abroad, it
can be seen from the above relevant literature review that international rural tourism
is mainly studied from the background of economics, political science and sociology,
showing an interdisciplinary research trend, emphasizing market operation and
management, competitiveness, cultural and environmental governance, social
network, scientific and technological empowerment, community sustainable
development, etc., emphasizing resource and environmental protection and tourists'
real experience and humanistic care.

The second chapter of the work "Peculiarities of the mechanism of the
rural tourism system in China" is devoted to the process of formation and
development of rural tourism in China.

There are several different opinions about the stage of rural tourism
development in China.

The initial stage of rural tourism development (1980s - mid-1990s).

During this period, rural tourism is usually characterized by spontaneity and
fragmentation, and government management lags behind business development. The
main type of rural tourism is individual farmers, agricultural production is still the
main activity, and rural tourism is a side business. The main types of products are
farm music and guided tours of agricultural attractions, and the management regime
is a single one, mainly providing simple accommodation; Market groups are mainly
people with a certain economic strength and striving for a high-quality life in large
cities, and the market size is small.

The stage of rapid development of rural tourism (1996-2007). After almost 20
years of reform and opening up, the gap between urban and rural areas in China is
obvious, and the urban and rural economies are not balanced. The Government
proposes to break the dual structure of urban and rural development and coordinate
the socio-economic development of urban and rural areas. The Government began
to step up its efforts to guide and support the development of rural tourism, and all
kinds of social capital began to flow into the rural tourism market. Rural tourism has
become an important way to increase farmers' employment and income, increase
agricultural production and efficiency, and improve rural living conditions in China
[105].

The main characteristics of rural tourism development during this period are:

With the strong support and attention of the government and the dual
stimulation of high market demand, farmers' enthusiasm for rural tourism
development has been fully mobilized, and rural tourism has also begun to show
problems such as backward management, lack of a system, disorderly construction,
and environmental destruction. The Government has begun to strengthen the

leadership and management of rural tourism from the point of view of consumer



groups.

The stage of regulatory development (2008-2016). Under the influence of the
global financial crisis, China's economic growth began to slow down. In 2008,
China's GDP growth rate decreased from 14.2% in 2007 to 9.6%. Environmental
issues and the contradiction between the dual structure of urban and rural economy
come to the fore. Economic development urgently needs the support of new driving
forces. The Government highly values tourism as an important starting point for
stimulating the domestic consumer market.

A new era of rural tourism development (2017-present). At this stage, China
has entered a new era of comprehensive development, and the main contradiction in
Chinese society has changed from the contradiction between the growing material
and cultural needs of people and the backwardness of social production to the
contradiction between the growing needs of people for a better life and unbalanced
development. This contradiction has led to the fact that the tourism industry has
shifted from focusing on speed and scale to quality.

By 2022, the proportion of rural tourists in domestic tourists has reached 51.4%.
According to statistics from the Ministry of Culture and Tourism, from 2012 to 2019,
the number of leisure agriculture and rural tourism receptions in China increased
from 720 million to 3.2 billion, with an average annual growth rate of 23.7%.

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The operating income of leisure agriculture and rural tourism increased from

240 billion yuan to 850 billion yuan, with an average annual growth rate of 17.9%.

risen, and many rural tourism destinations are developing rapidly.

According to data published by i1 Media Rear search, the average travel

distance in rural tourism in 2023 will be almost 600 kilometers, and rural long-

distance tourism will be revived. 62.0% of users of tourist services will go to rural

areas for 3-4 days, and 68.4% of users of tourist services will choose "travel with



their family". Rural tourism has become a new way to improve relations between
family and friends; 47.7% of tourists prefer to travel to the suburbs of cities and rural
areas of the province.

The process of rural tourism development in China causes a wide range of
features that characterize its current state (table 2.6).

2. Reliance on popular scenic spots has led to the formation of rural tourism
based on scenic spots;

3.Reliance on highways and tourist corridors has led to the formation of rural
tourism dependent on traffic flows.

According to the different functions played by different subjects, China's rural
tourism industry has formed a variety of development models, such as villagers-led,
government-led, enterprise-led, village collective-led, mixed development and so on
[135].

However, the development of rural tourism in the regions of China is not
without problems and challenges. It is necessary to find a balance between
commercial success and sustainability, preserving traditions, introducing
innovations, the needs of the local population and the expectations of tourists.

Being an important agricultural region in central China, Henan Province is rich
in various tourist resources, including historical and cultural sites, natural ecological

landscapes and unique local folk culture.

To gain a deeper understanding of the situation of Henan Province in the
context of rural tourism development, it would be useful to conduct a comparative
analysis with other regions that have faced similar challenges and opportunities in
this area. By studying the experience of the Issyk-Kul region of Kyrgyzstan and rural
areas of Southeast Asia, it is possible to identify practical solutions and strategies
that could be adopted by Henan. Table 2.10 below provides a comparative analysis
of these regions in key aspects, including infrastructure, marketing strategies, and
community engagement.

The third chapter of the dissertation '""The mechanism of improving the
quality of rural tourism development in China" it is devoted to the main
directions of rural tourism development in China

In developing rural tourism in China, the government faces the following
oversight and management challenges:

First, it attaches great importance to village construction and neglects village
management. Due to the lack of professional talents and teams, motivation for work
and management at a later stage is insufficient.

Secondly, the management system is imperfect. The development of rural
tourism is linked to agriculture, forestry, water protection, transport and other
departments. Multidisciplinary management leads to poor communication when
solving various tasks, which leads to confusion in the management of the industry.

Thirdly, it is necessary to improve resource development and management
capabilities. For the sake of political achievements, some leaders resort to such
phenomena as "blindly starting construction, striving for speed, striving for image,
starting construction before approval" during the development process, launching
construction projects without demonstration, which affects the overall development
and functioning later.

Fourth, local authorities' ideas about rural tourism development are unclear, and



their understanding of the industry is insufficient.

At present, China’s rural tourism development environment mainly faces the
following problems:

First, there is insufficient investment in infrastructure. Limited by local finances
and economic development, public finances in many places cannot meet the needs
for building tourism infrastructure. At the height of the tourist season, tourists face
problems such as traffic jams, lack of parking spaces, lack of toilets and an
undeveloped network.

Secondly, it is necessary to improve the quality of service and the level of
management of rural tourism. Many rural tourism professionals are elderly, poorly
educated, and lack systematic training and awareness of innovation.

In addition, the geographical location of rural areas is usually remote, so it is
difficult to attract professional management personnel to the tourism industry, and
the brain drain is serious, which leads to a further increase in the overall level of
service and management of rural tourism.

Optimization of rural tourism development processes should be aimed at
achieving a balance between the well-being of rural areas and communities and the
satisfaction of tourists. Thus, the planning of tourism activities in remote regions
should be based on an analysis of the environment and an assessment of territorial
and recreational potential. Chin et al. (2020) believe that all types of planning in the
field of rural tourism should be sustainable, integrated with regional characteristics,
be collective in nature and based on commitments between social and political actors
of territorial districts. Local communities understand that tourism provides
economic opportunities and contributes to improving the quality of life, so in rural
areas, this activity is not the only effective way to improve the quality of life. In turn,
economic planning of tourism is an activity that combines.

All rural tourism planning processes have a common denominator: they are
based on an assessment of the tourism potential of the territory. The most common
methods begin with an analysis of the situation in the local tourism sector, which
includes: supply, demand, competition, and market trends. The data reviewed by the
researchers are consistent with the results obtained, emphasizing that the planning
process is most important for optimizing and effectively developing tourism in rural
areas, which forms the basis for further analysis of various parameters.

Based on the conducted research, it can be concluded that an integrated
approach combining economic, environmental and socio-cultural strategies is

necessary for the effective development of rural tourism in Henan Province. This is



the only way to achieve sustainable development in this area, which will benefit both
the local population and visitors to the province. To fully realize this potential, it is
necessary to take into account local peculiarities, the needs of the population and the
interests of tourists. While studying the issue of optimizing the development of rural
tourism, it became obvious that this industry is not only an important area for
diversifying the local economy, but also a tool for preserving and popularizing the
cultural and natural values of the region.

International economic initiatives such as China's Belt and Road Initiative are
increasingly integrating rural tourism as a tool for sustainable development. The
tourism industry not only helps rural regions to thrive economically, but also plays
an important role in preserving local culture and encouraging sustainable practices.
Evaluation of various models has shown that government efforts, private sector
involvement, and community-based approaches have their strengths and
weaknesses, with significant success in some places, while others show
underdevelopment and lack of resources.

The study identified several obstacles to the development of rural tourism in
China, especially in the context of the OBOR initiative. These include limited
infrastructure, a lack of competent tourism experts, and difficulties with international
marketing. Competitive pressures, as well as concerns about cultural preservation
and environmental sustainability, pose additional challenges. Despite these
difficulties, rural tourism can make a significant contribution to China's economic
and social goals if targeted policies are adopted. This can take a variety of forms
depending on conditions, but combined with modern economic strategies, it
provides opportunities for regional economic and social growth, -cultural
preservation, and networking between cities and villages.

The "One Belt, One Road" strategy requires the development of effective rural
tourism development programs involving cooperation with local authorities,
residents and experts. This requires the establishment of specific criteria and
methods of action for different segments, as well as a comprehensive understanding
of the typologies of rural tourism. The study has achieved its goal, but further
research is needed to improve the industry, taking into account China's regional
characteristics and the economic, cultural, political, historical and social links
between rural tourism and the One Belt, One Road program.

CONCLUSION
According to the above analysis and research, the following conclusions can be



drawn:

1. As a comprehensive rural economic activity, rural tourism plays an extremely
important role in promoting rural economy, culture, ecology and village governance.
Therefore, in the process of comprehensively promoting high-quality development
in China, it is necessary to actively play the role of rural tourism and pay more
attention to rural tourism.

2. Due to the differences of economic system and political system, the
characteristics of rural tourism in China are mainly manifested in: rich and diverse
tourism resources, integrated development of tourism and other industries, and
diversified rural tourism products have been derived; Influenced by factors such as
the level of economic development and market size, the spatial distribution and
development are characterized by "more in the east and less in the west, more in the
south and less in the north", unbalanced and asymmetric; Multi-subject participation
and diversified development models; The government actively promotes the
development of rural tourism, which has achieved remarkable results in the field of
tourism poverty alleviation.

3. On the basis of empirical analysis, through field investigation, expert
discussion and data collection, it can be seen that the main problems existing in rural
tourism in China are: the government's ability to supervise and manage the industry
needs to be improved; The phenomenon of product homogenization is serious, and
the cultural excavation is insufficient;

4. There is a lack of effective mechanism to protect farmers' interests, the
endogenous motivation of rural tourism development is insufficient, and farmers'
dominant position needs to be strengthened;

5.The rural tourism development environment needs to be optimized, especially
in infrastructure investment, personnel training and ecological environment
protection.

6. Under the background of the country's implementation of the rural
revitalization strategy, high-quality development of rural tourism, and building a
beautiful China, suggestions for the future development of rural tourism in China
include: strengthening the government's supervision, management and coordination
capabilities, such as optimizing the investment environment, coordinating the
interests of all parties, supervision and guidance of projects, etc.;

7.Improve product innovation capabilities, strengthen talent training, and pay
attention to the integration of science and technology;

8.Establish a perfect benefit distribution mechanism to effectively protect



farmers' interests;

9.0ptimize the development environment of rural tourism from the
perspectives of ecological protection, social support and infrastructure
improvement.

The results obtained. In the theoretical aspect, the concept of rural tourism has
been clarified; the essence and basic concepts of the tourism sector have been
substantiated, the factors and patterns of formation of the mechanism of functioning
of this subsystem of the industry and its national specifics in China have been
identified; a model for the implementation of the "One Belt, One Road" initiative
has been developed,

the main problems and barriers to the development of rural tourism in China
have been identified, taking into account Based on regional specifics and the
implementation of the "One Belt, One Road" strategy, specific measures have been
developed to stimulate and optimize the development of rural tourism. A
methodology for assessing the development of rural tourism based on a system of
indicators has been developed; recommendations on public administration,
promotion and support of rural tourism in China have been substantiated.

The degree of use. The provisions, conclusions and suggestions formulated in
the dissertation can be used as a guide for specialists involved in rural tourism when

developing rural tourism development programs.

The relevance of the thesis topic

The tourism industry plays an important role in the modern global economy. In
2024 alone, tourism's contribution to global GDP amounted to 11097.1 billion US
dollars [1]. Tourism accounts for about 10% of the world's gross national product,
global investment, all jobs, and global consumer spending.

By the end of 2024, the number of international tourist arrivals reached 97% of
the pre-pandemic level. In 2024, more than 285 million tourists made international
trips, which is 20% more than in the first quarter of 2023. This fact indicates an
almost complete recovery of the sector from the effects of the coronavirus pandemic.

Rural tourism occupies an important place in the structure of the modern global
tourism industry. Today it is considered to be one of the leading and actively
developing sectors of the tourism market. Many researchers attribute this to the need
to reduce rural poverty, the development of rural production, rural infrastructure, at
the same time increasing environmental problems, increasing man-made pressures
on society, growing urbanization and other factors [2].

The Rural Regeneration Strategy is a national strategy proposed by the top
leadership of the People's Republic of China and is the highest priority of the party's
work, a fundamental issue related to the national economy and people's lives.

As a product of social and economic development, rural tourism has played an
indispensable role in getting rid of poverty and building a well-off society in an all-
round way. As an important way and powerful starting point to realize the rural
revitalization strategy, developing rural tourism is conducive to optimizing rural

industrial structure, increasing farmers' income, improving rural ecological



environment, inheriting and protecting local culture, optimizing rural governance
system, improving villagers' autonomy management level, improving rural
infrastructure and promoting the construction of beautiful countryside.

Rural tourism, being a product of socio-economic development, plays an
indispensable role in getting rid of poverty and building a well-rounded society. It is
also an important way and a powerful starting point for the implementation of a rural
regeneration strategy. The development of rural tourism contributes to optimizing
the structure of rural production, increasing farmers' incomes, improving the
environmental situation in rural areas, inheriting and protecting local culture,
optimizing the management system of rural areas, increasing the level of autonomy
of rural residents, and improving rural infrastructure.

The qualitative development of rural tourism must meet the requirements of
transformation and modernization at the national and regional levels in terms of
innovation, coordination, ecology, openness, which is mainly expressed in the active
participation of rural residents, in their cooperation and in the unity of interests of
resource development depending on local conditions, aimed at innovative
leadership, the growth of the tourism economy, optimizing the production structure
in rural areas, increasing the efficiency of resources used and environmental
protection, and better meeting people's needs for a better life [3].

In 2018, the Central Committee of the Communist Party of China and the State
Council issued the "Strategic Plan for Rural Regeneration (2018-2022)," which
states that rural regeneration is an important strategic undertaking where the
common requirements are thriving industry, environmental suitability, rural
civilization, effective governance, and a prosperous life.

The ultimate goal of rural regeneration is to ensure comprehensive and
coordinated sustainable rural development and modernization, aimed at solving the
problem of modern unbalanced and insufficient urban and rural development in
China.

The development of rural tourism contributes to optimizing the structure of
rural industry, increasing the added value of agricultural industries, strengthening
the basic status of agriculture and increasing farmers' incomes, which leads to a
change in the backward appearance of rural areas, improving the rural ecological
environment and contributes to the construction of ecological civilization. At the
same time, it gives vitality to the development of rural culture, which contributes to
the strengthening of heritage and the protection of local culture. It also leads to the

optimization of the village management system, increasing the level of autonomous



management of villagers, improving rural infrastructure and promoting the
construction of beautiful villages.

The development of the tourism industry is one of the important priorities of
the National Development Strategy of the Kyrgyz Republic for 2018-2040. The
adopted document states that "new market opportunities for its development will
ensure the inclusion of the country's tourism product in the Great Silk Road tourism
nomination and the prospect of internationalization of tourism production in the One
Belt, One Road project." The introduction of tourism products within the framework
of the Great Silk Road is an important area of the republic's development strategy
[4].

Assessing the experience of the formation and development of rural tourism in
foreign countries, we can conclude that there are sufficient prerequisites for its
development in China today. However, the development of rural tourism in modern
socio-economic and legislative conditions in China has specific features. This
circumstance predetermined the choice of the dissertation research topic.

Research on the development of rural tourism as one of the key elements
enriching rural areas is conducted by various scientists, however, the specifics of
modernizing agriculture and rural areas in the Chinese style require special study,
and is an essential condition for comprehensively building a modern and powerful
socialist country, which makes the topic of dissertation research relevant and timely.
As an important component of rural modernization, this experience in the
development of rural tourism can be an important way to implement rural
regeneration strategies in other countries, which reinforces the importance of the
research.

The degree of development of the problem

- to analyze the current state and potential of rural tourism in Henan Province,
considering the main problems and limitations of this industry;

- to develop specific measures aimed at stimulating and optimizing the

realize the sustainable and high-quality development of rural tourism.

The main provisions of the doctoral dissertation submitted for defense

Rural tourism is showing a trend of continuous growth and development on a
global scale. It represents a unique opportunity for tourists to immerse themselves
in the daily life of local people, to have unforgettable experiences and at the same
time to contribute to the economic development of remote and understudied regions.
Its promotion plays an important role in protecting the natural ecological
environment, coordinating regional economic development, reducing urban-rural
differences, and spreading and protecting local characteristic cultures. The beautiful
and unspoilt natural scenery and traditional customs of rural areas create a soothing
and stress-relieving environment for tourists.

Rural tourism is becoming an increasingly important part of China's economy,
which necessitates an in-depth study of its features and factors contributing to its
development. In recent years, the State has been actively implementing a rural
regeneration strategy, paying special attention to modernization and progress in this
area. These tasks are in the context of the overall goal of achieving universal well-
being and high-quality tourism development in the country.

In 2018, the Central Committee of the Communist Party of China and the State



Council issued the "Strategic Plan for Rural Regeneration (2018-2022)," which
states that rural regeneration is an important strategic undertaking where the
common requirements are thriving industry, environmental suitability, rural
civilization, effective governance, and a prosperous life.

The development of the tourism industry is one of the important priorities of
the National Development Strategy of the Kyrgyz Republic for 2018-2040. The
adopted document states that "new market opportunities for its development will
ensure the inclusion of the country's tourism product in the Great Silk Road tourism
nomination and the prospect of internationalization of tourism production in the One
Belt, One Road project."

One of the goals of tourism development in the Kyrgyz Republic is to reduce
economic inequality between the mountainous and lowland territories of the country,
providing support to mountain communities and the development of mountain areas
through the development of tourism, their inclusion in tourism logistics and business
chains. The introduction of tourism products within the framework of the Great Silk
Road is an important area of the republic's development strategy.

Assessing the experience of the formation and development of rural tourism in
foreign countries, we can conclude that there are sufficient prerequisites for its
development in China today. However, the development of rural tourism in modern
socio-economic and legislative conditions in China has specific features.

Based on a review and synthesis of relevant research results on rural tourism at
home and abroad, the definition of the concept, types and related concepts of rural
tourism is given, the theoretical foundations of rural tourism research are outlined,
the course of development and experience of international rural tourism and China
are summarized, and the following recommendations are put forward: current
characteristics of rural tourism development in China in terms of the type of
resources, the characteristics of spatial distribution, the method of development and
the type of product; finally, by accepting the village as the object of evaluation, the
quality assessment system for rural tourism development is built using the process
of analytical hierarchy and the method of fuzzy integrated assessment, and empirical
analysis is carried out based on the implemented. On this basis, the problems existing
in the development of rural tourism in China are analyzed and some suggestions are
made regarding the further direction of development.

Due to the differences of economic system and political system, the
characteristics of rural tourism in China are mainly manifested in: rich and diverse

tourism resources, integrated development of tourism and other industries, and



diversified rural tourism products have been derived; Influenced by factors such as
the level of economic development and market size, the spatial distribution and
development are characterized by "more in the east and less in the west, more in the
south and less in the north", unbalanced and asymmetric; Multi-subject participation
and diversified development models; The government actively promotes the
development of rural tourism.

On the basis of empirical analysis, through field investigation, expert
discussion and data collection, it can be seen that the main problems existing in rural
tourism in China are: the government's ability to supervise and manage the industry
needs to be improved; The phenomenon of product homogenization is serious, and
the cultural excavation is insufficient; There is a lack of effective mechanism to
protect farmers' interests, the endogenous motivation of rural tourism development
is insufficient, and farmers' dominant position needs to be strengthened; The rural
tourism development environment needs to be optimized, especially in infrastructure
investment, personnel training and ecological environment protection.

Under the background of the country's implementation of the rural
revitalization strategy, high-quality development of rural tourism, and building a
beautiful China, suggestions for the future development of rural tourism in China
include: strengthening the government's supervision, management and coordination
capabilities, such as optimizing the investment environment, coordinating the
interests of all parties, supervision and guidance of projects, etc.; Improve product
innovation capabilities, strengthen talent training, and pay attention to the
integration of science and technology; Establish a perfect benefit distribution
mechanism to effectively protect farmers' interests; Optimize the development
environment of rural tourism from the perspectives of ecological protection, social
support and infrastructure improvement.

Given the active application of the state strategy for rural regeneration, the
pursuit of universal well-being and the use of the Chinese model of modernization,
it can be concluded that an in-depth analysis of the specifics of this area is necessary.

Research based on these topics provides not only a deep understanding of
current trends, but also an opportunity to propose effective strategies for rural
tourism development, which in turn can significantly improve the standard of living
of the local population and ensure a positive impact on the economy as a whole.

Approbation of work and implementation of research results

The main scientific provisions, methodological recommendations and practical

results of the dissertation were reported and discussed at scientific and practical



conferences, including the scientific conference held at KNU on August 23, 2023,
the scientific conference held on October 8, 2023 at Henan Pedagogical University,
the international scientific and practical conference "Digitalization, innovation
Management and economics in the interests of sustainable development" (Bishkek,
Zhusup Balasagyn National University, December 26, 2023).

Certain provisions and recommendations on the development of rural tourism
were approved and accepted for use in the practical activities of a number of
organizations involved in this type of tourism. Some of the results of theoretical
research were used in the preparation of special courses and lecture cycles in the
educational process at Henan Pedagogical University.

Publications

The results of the dissertation research are reflected in 3 papers. The structure
of the dissertation. The dissertation consists of an introduction, three chapters, a
conclusion, a list of references and an appendix. The article contains 152 pages of

the main text, 35 tables and 4 figures. The list of references includes 219 titles.

The main content of the work

The introduction substantiates the relevance of the work, the degree of
study of the problem, formulates the goals and objectives of the study, defines the
object and subject of the study, reveals the scientific novelty, theoretical and practical
significance of the work.

The first chapter of the dissertation "Theoretical and methodological
foundations of rural tourism" examines theoretical ideas about the content and
direction of rural tourism development in China and other countries, based on the
study of various concepts, the works of scientists, research, government programs.

The research is aimed at studying the peculiarities of rural tourism development
in China, taking into account the specifics of geographical location, economic
development, social and cultural characteristics, in the context of China's "One Belt,
One Road" initiative and other various parameters and post-pandemic conditions.

In the thesis, rural tourism is considered as an economic category and a
multifaceted phenomenon of the market economy.

The research conducted in the dissertation showed that rural tourism occupies
an important place in the structure of the modern global tourism industry. Today it
1s considered to be one of the leading and actively developing sectors of the tourism
market. Many researchers attribute this to the need to reduce rural poverty, the

development of rural production, rural infrastructure, at the same time increasing



environmental problems, increasing man-made pressures on society, growing
urbanization and other factors.

The modern world is experiencing an unflagging interest in rural tourism,
causing its consideration as a powerful tool of international economic strategies for
the development of local communities, preserving national traditions and ensuring
sustainable economic growth of regions.

Analyzing the existing methodological approaches to the definition of rural
tourism, the author has identified many definitions and classifications.

Rural tourism, depending on the motivation of the consumer, can be classified
into agro tourism, ecotourism, ethno tourism, culinary tourism, geotourism, and rural
recreation. Along with the concept of rural tourism, there are such types of tourism
as farming, soft, green, and ecological. Agro, rural and farm tourism are often
interchangeable and synonymous concepts. This is due to the fact that rural culture
is a defining component of the tourism product in this segment.

Rural tourism is very diverse and fragmented in terms of operational structures,
activities, markets and operating environments [8]. Therefore, Scholars' definition
of the concept of rural tourism is not completely consistent, but basically they all
agree that Rurality is the foundation of rural tourism. Foreign scholars' definition of
the concept of rural tourism includes the following angles:

Second, emphasize that rural tourism is an experiential lifestyle:

Two scholars, Gilbert and Tung, put forward that rural tourism is a kind of
tourism mode in which farmers provide food and accommodation for tourists, so that
tourists can carry out recreational activities in agricultural production in farms, farms
and other agricultural environments [13]. Pearce and Mormont, among others,
believe that the attraction of rural tourism lies in the fact that the daily lifestyle in
the countryside provides tourists with a brand-new experience [14]. Busby believes
that rural tourism is a kind of commercialized and patterned tourism experience [15].
Clock defines rural tourism as transplanting, processing and marketing rural
lifestyle, rural culture, etc. in the context of rural communities [16].

Third, Emphasize the role of rural tourism:

In 1996, the Finnish Rural Development Committee put forward that rural
tourism is a path and tool aimed at developing rural resources in all directions and
in many fields, and exporting products. Rural tourism as defined by Edward. Rustic
1s a type of tourism associated with traditional villages. Visitors participating in these
types of tours can experience the rural lifestyle and traditional knowledge, and
villagers can benefit directly from these types of tours.



Bernard Lane believes that agricultural tourism, farm tourism, is a type of rural
tourism, which is the largest and unique branch. He Jingming and others believe that
there is a relationship between inclusion and inclusion between them, that is,
agricultural tourism and agricultural sightseeing tourism are important branches of
rural tourism [17].

" U.T. Abytaev gives the following definition: "Agro tourism is a sector of the
tourism industry focused on the use of natural, cultural, historical and other resources
of rural areas and its specifics to create a comprehensive tourism product." And
highlights the peculiarities of the development of the tourism industry in rural areas.:

1. the opportunity to diversify the types of rural tourism;

2. provide various types of recreation (beach holidays, fishing, water tourism,
mountain, equestrian, ecological, sports and extreme tourism);

3. Natural and cultural attractions;

4. Rest and treatment;

He also notes that rural tourism becomes a source of replenishment of the local
and state budgets for rural areas of Kyrgyzstan, creates an opportunity for
employment of the rural population [19].

There are many works devoted to the study of rural tourism in its various
aspects and regions. So, Kozhokulov et al. [20] analyze the level of influence of
various factors on the development of tourism. They assess the relationship between
this industry and the socio-economic spheres of the Issyk-Kul region. Through
quantitative assessment, researchers have studied the mechanisms of the impact of
rural tourism on the general condition of one of the most visited regions of
Kyrgyzstan.

There are many studies examining Asian rural tourism in its various contexts.
For example, R.C. Aziz considers in his work various aspects of sustainable tourism
development in rural areas. The author introduces an alternative paradigm of
evaluation research, taking into account the tourism context and the overall
development of rural communities. K. Akmoldoev analyses the initiative One Belt,
One Road. He assesses the realism of the implementation of all its mechanisms for
the countries of Central Asia.

A. Aidarova [25] studies the sector of rural tourism financing. The researcher
reveals the economic performance of the agricultural sector and its impact on
sustainable environmental and tourism components. In turn, O. Saidmamatov et al.
[26] reflect in their work the factors of influence of the pandemic on the development
of rural tourism. The authors reflect the perception of risk in relation to the intentions



of tourists to travel in Asia. Ch. Beksultanova et al. [27] study the handicraft features
of rural tourism. They examine the features and prospects of this direction, taking
into account the regional location. However, there is little research on trends,
prospects, status, features, and key problems facing rural tourism in China in the
context of the One Belt, One Road initiative.

In addition, Aidarova et al. [23] explore financial elements that interact with
ecotourism and management. The researcher emphasizes the importance of
financing the agricultural sector in tourism for the sustainable maintenance of
environmental and other components that rural regions improve. The author notes
the effectiveness of rural tourism development with careful consideration of
seasonal, climatic, natural, biological, agro-industrial, and land factors present in a
particular region, considering their condition and the level of investment. Nair et al.
[24] identify the conceptual components of rural tourism. The researchers focus on
the responsible development of rural tourism in Asia. They emphasize the concept
of harmony, which should permeate all stages of rural tourism development in
provincial areas and be considered in all possible initiatives aimed at promoting this
industry.

Rural tourism is one of the most effective types of tourism activities with a
pronounced socio-economic effect.

Figure 1.1 shows the factors influencing the development of rural tourism: the
possibility of additional income for local residents; infrastructure development,
improvement of housing improvement; creation of a favorable living environment,
preservation of historical sites; revival of folk crafts, cultural traditions; increase of

self-esteem of local residents, harmonization of society.

On the basis of quantitative analysis, Lin Gang and Shi Peiji put forward that



rural tourism is a type of tourism located in rural areas, which aims at promoting the
economic development of rural areas, and can meet the tourists' activities such as
sightseeing, leisure and vacation [57].

Ding Ming [58] it is believed that rural tourism refers to the rural recreation,
entertainment and other activities that make full use of all kinds of existing tourism
resources in rural areas, fully consider and provide tourists according to their needs.
Chen Yongchi [59] it is pointed out that rural tourism should aim at increasing the
income of rural residents Jiang Yuhui emphasized that rural tourism is a kind of rural
lifestyle experience different from urban tourism. Relying on the natural ecological
resources of rural areas, farming experience activities are carried out, so that tourists
can personally experience rural residents' labor, sightseeing and appreciate local folk
arts [60].

To sum up, the definition of rural tourism by domestic scholars in China has
the following commonalities:

1. Rural tourism is developing in rural areas;

2. The resources on which rural tourism is based, rural natural ecology,
traditional culture, industrial and vital resources, which are the main objects of
tourist activity;

3. Special attention is paid to the types of activities and forms of rural tourism,
that is, sightseeing, leisure, acquisition of new experiences, recreation, entertainment
and other activities based on rural resources;

4. Special attention is paid to the motivation of tourists and the composition of
tourist groups, that is, the main contingent consists of urban residents, and thanks to
rural tourism they can relax physically and mentally and plunge into a rural lifestyle,
different from urban.

The study showed that rural tourism is considered from various theories and
approaches that significantly expand the understanding of it, on the basis of which
principles, mechanisms and methods of implementation, as well as evaluation
criteria are formulated, in general, each theory has made a significant and tangible
contribution to the development of rural tourism research.

The dissertation considered such theories as the system theory, the theory of
stakeholders, the theory of the life cycle of a tourist destination.

Thus, W. Butler suggested that the evolution of a tourist destination should go
through six periods: a period of research, a period of participation, a period of
development, a period of stability, a period of stagnation, a period of decline or
recovery, and for the first time used the "S" curve to describe the law of evolution of



the life cycle of a tourist destination [72].

The theories of rural tourism development considered in the dissertation

suggest that at the present stage the rational has been selected, which was achieved
at previous stages of development.

Taking into account the global experience of rural tourism development, the
study showed the existence of certain general patterns of development.

Foreign rural tourism can be divided into the following stages of development:

The stage of the origin of rural tourism (from the middle of the 19th century to
the early 1940s of the 19th century.

Many scientists believe that during this period, international rural tourism



became an integral part of tourism. During this period, as a result of the industrial
revolution, European countries accelerated the process of urbanization.

The stage of rapid development of rural tourism (early 1950s- 1970s). After the
Second World War, various countries focused on economic development, which laid
an important economic foundation and a market basis for the development of rural
tourism.

The stage of sustainable development (1980s-present). In the 1980s, the
industrialization and urbanization of developed Western countries developed
rapidly, and urban residents increasingly sought a beautiful and peaceful life in
nature. In the 1990s, rural tourism became a breakthrough in local development in
order to adjust the structure of rural production, protect the environment and solve
the problem of excess production capacity.

Since the 1990s, rural tourism has spread to almost all of Europe and North
America, while rural tourism in Australia, Singapore, Japan, South Korea, and other
countries has largely taken the standard path of development.

In terms of research methods, foreign scholars pay more attention to the
combination of research results between theory and practice, so they pay more
attention to quantitative methods to analyze actual cases. Domestic scholars pay
more attention to the analysis of tourism economic benefits and the study of rural
tourism spatial structure, which is mainly related to scholars' professional fields.
Domestic scholars are greatly influenced by the development background and
policies of the times as a whole, and the fields where practice and theory are well
combined include tourism poverty alleviation, beautiful countryside construction,
rural revitalization and other fields. On the whole, domestic rural tourism started to
develop late, but its development speed is fast.

Due to the differences in the rise time, development background, economic,
cultural, social and other influencing factors of rural tourism at home and abroad, it
can be seen from the above relevant literature review that international rural tourism
is mainly studied from the background of economics, political science and sociology,
showing an interdisciplinary research trend, emphasizing market operation and
management, competitiveness, cultural and environmental governance, social
network, scientific and technological empowerment, community sustainable
development, etc., emphasizing resource and environmental protection and tourists'
real experience and humanistic care.

The second chapter of the work "Peculiarities of the mechanism of the
rural tourism system in China" is devoted to the process of formation and



development of rural tourism in China.

There are several different opinions about the stage of rural tourism
development in China.

The initial stage of rural tourism development (1980s - mid-1990s).

During this period, rural tourism is usually characterized by spontaneity and
fragmentation, and government management lags behind business development. The
main type of rural tourism is individual farmers, agricultural production is still the
main activity, and rural tourism is a side business. The main types of products are
farm music and guided tours of agricultural attractions, and the management regime
is a single one, mainly providing simple accommodation; Market groups are mainly
people with a certain economic strength and striving for a high-quality life in large
cities, and the market size is small.

The stage of rapid development of rural tourism (1996-2007). After almost 20
years of reform and opening up, the gap between urban and rural areas in China is
obvious, and the urban and rural economies are not balanced. The Government
proposes to break the dual structure of urban and rural development and coordinate
the socio-economic development of urban and rural areas. The Government began
to step up its efforts to guide and support the development of rural tourism, and all
kinds of social capital began to flow into the rural tourism market. Rural tourism has
become an important way to increase farmers' employment and income, increase
agricultural production and efficiency, and improve rural living conditions in China
[105].

The main characteristics of rural tourism development during this period are:

With the strong support and attention of the government and the dual



stimulation of high market demand, farmers' enthusiasm for rural tourism
development has been fully mobilized, and rural tourism has also begun to show
problems such as backward management, lack of a system, disorderly construction,
and environmental destruction. The Government has begun to strengthen the
leadership and management of rural tourism from the point of view of consumer
groups.

The stage of regulatory development (2008-2016). Under the influence of the
global financial crisis, China's economic growth began to slow down. In 2008,
China's GDP growth rate decreased from 14.2% in 2007 to 9.6%. Environmental
issues and the contradiction between the dual structure of urban and rural economy
come to the fore. Economic development urgently needs the support of new driving
forces. The Government highly values tourism as an important starting point for
stimulating the domestic consumer market.

A new era of rural tourism development (2017-present). At this stage, China
has entered a new era of comprehensive development, and the main contradiction in
Chinese society has changed from the contradiction between the growing material
and cultural needs of people and the backwardness of social production to the
contradiction between the growing needs of people for a better life and unbalanced
development. This contradiction has led to the fact that the tourism industry has
shifted from focusing on speed and scale to quality.

By 2022, the proportion of rural tourists in domestic tourists has reached 51.4%.
According to statistics from the Ministry of Culture and Tourism, from 2012 to 2019,
the number of leisure agriculture and rural tourism receptions in China increased

from 720 million to 3.2 billion, with an average annual growth rate of 23.7%.

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The operating income of leisure agriculture and rural tourism increased from

240 billion yuan to 850 billion yuan, with an average annual growth rate of 17.9%.

As the Chinese government announced on January 8,2023 that it would lift its

control on COVID-19 pandemic, residents' enthusiasm for tourism consumption has

risen, and many rural tourism destinations are developing rapidly.

According to data published by 11 Media Rear search, the average travel

distance in rural tourism in 2023 will be almost 600 kilometers, and rural long-

distance tourism will be revived. 62.0% of users of tourist services will go to rural

areas for 3-4 days, and 68.4% of users of tourist services will choose "travel with

their family". Rural tourism has become a new way to improve relations between

family and friends; 47.7% of tourists prefer to travel to the suburbs of cities and rural

areas of the province.

The process of rural tourism development in China causes a wide range of

features that characterize its current state (table 2.6).

Rural tourism in China has formed three types of spatial structure:

1. Reliance on cities and agglomerations has led to the formation of urban-
dependent rural tourism;

2. Reliance on popular scenic spots has led to the formation of rural tourism
based on scenic spots;

3.Reliance on highways and tourist corridors has led to the formation of rural
tourism dependent on traffic flows.

According to the different functions played by different subjects, China's rural
tourism industry has formed a variety of development models, such as villagers-led,
government-led, enterprise-led, village collective-led, mixed development and so on

The third chapter of the dissertation '"The mechanism of improving the
quality of rural tourism development in China" it is devoted to the main
directions of rural tourism development in China

In developing rural tourism in China, the government faces the following
oversight and management challenges:

First, it attaches great importance to village construction and neglects village
management. Due to the lack of professional talents and teams, motivation for work



and management at a later stage is insufficient.

Secondly, the management system is imperfect. The development of rural
tourism 1s linked to agriculture, forestry, water protection, transport and other
departments. Multidisciplinary management leads to poor communication when
solving various tasks, which leads to confusion in the management of the industry.

Thirdly, it is necessary to improve resource development and management
capabilities. For the sake of political achievements, some leaders resort to such
phenomena as "blindly starting construction, striving for speed, striving for image,
starting construction before approval" during the development process, launching
construction projects without demonstration, which affects the overall development
and functioning later.

Fourth, local authorities' ideas about rural tourism development are unclear, and
their understanding of the industry is insufficient.

At present, China’s rural tourism development environment mainly faces the
following problems:

First, there is insufficient investment in infrastructure. Limited by local finances
and economic development, public finances in many places cannot meet the needs
for building tourism infrastructure. At the height of the tourist season, tourists face
problems such as traffic jams, lack of parking spaces, lack of toilets and an
undeveloped network.

Secondly, it is necessary to improve the quality of service and the level of
management of rural tourism. Many rural tourism professionals are elderly, poorly
educated, and lack systematic training and awareness of innovation.

In addition, the geographical location of rural areas is usually remote, so it is
difficult to attract professional management personnel to the tourism industry, and
the brain drain is serious, which leads to a further increase in the overall level of
service and management of rural tourism.

Optimization of rural tourism development processes should be aimed at
achieving a balance between the well-being of rural areas and communities and the
satisfaction of tourists. Thus, the planning of tourism activities in remote regions
should be based on an analysis of the environment and an assessment of territorial
and recreational potential. Chin et al. (2020) believe that all types of planning in the
field of rural tourism should be sustainable, integrated with regional characteristics,
be collective in nature and based on commitments between social and political actors
of territorial districts. Local communities understand that tourism provides

economic opportunities and contributes to improving the quality of life, so in rural



areas, this activity is not the only effective way to improve the quality of life. In turn,
economic planning of tourism is an activity that combines.

All rural tourism planning processes have a common denominator: they are
based on an assessment of the tourism potential of the territory. The most common
methods begin with an analysis of the situation in the local tourism sector, which
includes: supply, demand, competition, and market trends. The data reviewed by the
researchers are consistent with the results obtained, emphasizing that the planning
process is most important for optimizing and effectively developing tourism in rural
areas, which forms the basis for further analysis of various parameters.

Based on the conducted research, it can be concluded that an integrated
approach combining economic, environmental and socio-cultural strategies is
necessary for the effective development of rural tourism in Henan Province. This is
the only way to achieve sustainable development in this area, which will benefit both
the local population and visitors to the province. To fully realize this potential, it is
necessary to take into account local peculiarities, the needs of the population and the
interests of tourists. While studying the issue of optimizing the development of rural
tourism, it became obvious that this industry is not only an important area for
diversifying the local economy, but also a tool for preserving and popularizing the
cultural and natural values of the region.

International economic initiatives such as China's Belt and Road Initiative are
increasingly integrating rural tourism as a tool for sustainable development. The
tourism industry not only helps rural regions to thrive economically, but also plays
an important role in preserving local culture and encouraging sustainable practices.
Evaluation of various models has shown that government efforts, private sector
involvement, and community-based approaches have their strengths and
weaknesses, with significant success in some places, while others show
underdevelopment and lack of resources.

The study identified several obstacles to the development of rural tourism in
China, especially in the context of the OBOR initiative. These include limited
infrastructure, a lack of competent tourism experts, and difficulties with international
marketing. Competitive pressures, as well as concerns about cultural preservation
and environmental sustainability, pose additional challenges. Despite these
difficulties, rural tourism can make a significant contribution to China's economic
and social goals if targeted policies are adopted. This can take a variety of forms
depending on conditions, but combined with modern economic strategies, it

provides opportunities for regional economic and social growth, cultural



preservation, and networking between cities and villages.

The "One Belt, One Road" strategy requires the development of effective rural
tourism development programs involving cooperation with local authorities,
residents and experts. This requires the establishment of specific criteria and
methods of action for different segments, as well as a comprehensive understanding
of the typologies of rural tourism. The study has achieved its goal, but further
research is needed to improve the industry, taking into account China's regional
characteristics and the economic, cultural, political, historical and social links

between rural tourism and the One Belt, One Road program.

CONCLUSION

According to the above analysis and research, the following conclusions can be
drawn:

1. As a comprehensive rural economic activity, rural tourism plays an extremely
important role in promoting rural economy, culture, ecology and village governance.
Therefore, in the process of comprehensively promoting high-quality development
in China, it is necessary to actively play the role of rural tourism and pay more
attention to rural tourism.

2. Due to the differences of economic system and political system, the
characteristics of rural tourism in China are mainly manifested in: rich and diverse
tourism resources, integrated development of tourism and other industries, and
diversified rural tourism products have been derived; Influenced by factors such as
the level of economic development and market size, the spatial distribution and
development are characterized by "more in the east and less in the west, more in the
south and less in the north", unbalanced and asymmetric; Multi-subject participation
and diversified development models; The government actively promotes the
development of rural tourism, which has achieved remarkable results in the field of
tourism poverty alleviation.

3. On the basis of empirical analysis, through field investigation, expert
discussion and data collection, it can be seen that the main problems existing in rural
tourism in China are: the government's ability to supervise and manage the industry
needs to be improved; The phenomenon of product homogenization is serious, and
the cultural excavation is insufficient;

4. There 1s a lack of effective mechanism to protect farmers' interests, the
endogenous motivation of rural tourism development is insufficient, and farmers'
dominant position needs to be strengthened;



5.The rural tourism development environment needs to be optimized, especially
in infrastructure investment, personnel training and ecological environment
protection.

6. Under the background of the country's implementation of the rural
revitalization strategy, high-quality development of rural tourism, and building a
beautiful China, suggestions for the future development of rural tourism in China
include: strengthening the government's supervision, management and coordination
capabilities, such as optimizing the investment environment, coordinating the
interests of all parties, supervision and guidance of projects, etc.;

7.Improve product innovation capabilities, strengthen talent training, and pay
attention to the integration of science and technology;

8.Establish a perfect benefit distribution mechanism to effectively protect
farmers' interests;

9.0ptimize the development environment of rural tourism from the
perspectives of ecological protection, social support and infrastructure
improvement.
