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Relevance

The tourism industry holds a significant position in global economic and social
development. It is not only a major economic pillar but also plays a crucial role in
fostering international relations, promoting cultural exchange, and driving regional
development. Tourism governance is a vital safeguard for achieving high-quality
development in the tourism sector. By guiding policies, optimizing resource allocation,
and coordinating interests, it provides strong support for the industry. In recent years,
global tourism has experienced rapid growth, with its scale continuously expanding to
encompass economic, social, cultural, and environmental dimensions. Traditional
governance models are increasingly inadequate to address the complexities of modern
challenges, making the scientific evaluation and effective supervision of tourism
governance an urgent issue.

In tourism governance, evaluation index system plays a multifaceted and essential
role, including assessing governance effectiveness, optimizing policy decisions,
enhancing transparency, fostering multi-stakeholder participation, improving
governance precision, and advancing academic research. These systems provide

scientific foundations and data support for governance while promoting collaboration



through transparency and standardization, thereby facilitating the high-quality and
sustainable development of tourism.

Despite the significant importance of tourism governance evaluation index
systems in advancing sustainable development and optimizing governance, as an
emerging field, they still lack systematic academic analysis and empirical research.
This deficiency has resulted in a shortage of effective tools to measure governance
performance, hindering further academic inquiry and practical application. Addressing
these challenges requires intensified theoretical research and practical exploration to
develop a scientific and comprehensive tourism governance evaluation index system.
Advancing this field has become a critical task for both the tourism industry and
academia nowadays.

With the booming development of global tourism, optimizing the allocation of
tourism resources, enhancing visitor experiences, and promoting sustainable tourism
through effective governance measures have become core issues of concern for both
academia and governments. Against this backdrop, tourism governance has gradually
become a focal topic in policy-making and academic research, sparking extensive
discussions and in-depth studies.

In recent years, the PRC’s government has introduced multiple policies related to
tourism governance, demonstrating its strong emphasis on the management of the
tourism industry. For example, the “State Council’s 14th Five-Year Plan for Tourism
Development” explicitly proposes the establishment of a modern tourism governance
system, the strengthening of the tourism credit system, and the promotion of civilized

tourism. Similarly, the “14th Five-Year Plan for the Development of the Culture and



Tourism Market”, issued by the Ministry of Culture and Tourism, focuses on improving
the modernization level of the governance system and governance capacity in the
culture and tourism market to foster its prosperity. Additionally, the “Guidelines for the
Establishment of National All-for-One Tourism Demonstration Zones”, released by the
former National Tourism Administration, explicitly set standardized tourism
governance as an important goal for these demonstration zones. At the same time,
research projects related to tourism governance have been included in the National
Social Science Fund project list, such as the study on “Modernization of the Tourism
Governance System under the Integration of Information Technology and Humanistic
Wisdom”. These policies and research initiatives indicate that the PRC’s government
not only prioritizes the formulation of tourism governance policies but also actively
supports related academic research to continuously improve the level of tourism
governance.

KG’s “Sustainable Tourism Development Program for 2025-2030” has been
formulated based on extensive consultations with various stakeholders in the tourism
industry, including government agencies, local authorities, entrepreneurs, public
organizations, and experts. This highlights the country's strong emphasis on tourism
governance and a multi-stakeholder collaborative governance model, ensuring that
policy formulation aligns with national development goals while addressing industry
needs. Furthermore, the program reflects the government's long-term commitment to
the sustainable development of the tourism sector, emphasizing institutional
improvement, ecological protection, infrastructure development, visitor experience

enhancement, and international cooperation to enhance KG’s attractiveness and



competitiveness as a tourist destination.

It is evident that governments worldwide are actively employing various measures
to optimize tourism governance in response to the rapid transformations in the global
tourism industry. This trend not only highlights the pivotal role of tourism governance
in driving high-quality industry development but also underscores its growing
importance in academic research and policymaking.

Research goal

Constructing a tourism governance evaluation index system not only provides
new theoretical perspectives for academia but also offers strong support for the
practical implementation of tourism governance, thereby driving the development of
both research and practice in this field. Therefore, the aim of this research is to build a
tourism governance performance evaluation indicator system based on existing
relevant research, combined with the characteristics and status of tourism governance.
It is expected that this system will provide a solid theoretical foundation and practical
guidance to promote the high-quality development of the tourism industry and improve
governance effectiveness.

Research objectives

(1) A comprehensive exploration of the conceptual foundations of tourism
governance.

(2) Analysis and evaluation of the current state of tourism governance in PRC and
KG.

(3) Research and construction of a tourism governance evaluation indicator

system.



(4) Comparative analysis of the effectiveness of tourism governance in PRC and
KG.

(5) Reveal the main trends and optimization directions of tourism governance
development in PRC and KG.

Research objects

The research objects are tourism governance in PRC and KG.

Research subject

The research subject of this dissertation is to construct an evaluation index system
to assess the effectiveness of tourism governance in PRC and KG.

(5) Proposed the development direction and cooperation approaches of tourism
industry between PRC and KG.

Practical significance

The research on the tourism governance evaluation index system not only
provides new perspectives and content for academic studies but also offers solid
support for practical governance. As a complex system, tourism governance
encompasses multiple dimensions, including politics, economy, culture, and

environment. Constructing an evaluation index system helps integrate existing



governance theories, fill theoretical gaps, and open new pathways for the development
of tourism governance theory. By analyzing various governance indicators, scholars
can gain a more comprehensive understanding of the complexity of tourism
governance, thus promoting the further improvement and innovation of governance
theory. Tourism governance often involves coordinating multiple interests and
managing complex policies, and the evaluation index system provides scientific
decision-making support for policymakers. By assessing the effectiveness of tourism
governance, it helps policymakers evaluate the validity and sustainability of current
policies and make necessary adjustments and optimizations. Specific evaluation
indicators help ensure a more accurate policy-making process and provide a theoretical
basis for the long-term development of tourism policies. With the rapid development
of global tourism, international cooperation in tourism governance is becoming
increasingly important. Constructing a tourism governance evaluation index system
not only provides a unified theoretical framework and assessment tools for
international tourism governance but also promotes the comparison and exchange of
tourism governance effects between different countries and regions through a
standardized index system, driving the sharing and cooperation of global tourism
governance experiences.

Economic significance

The economic significance of constructing a tourism governance evaluation index
system lies in enhancing governance efficiency, promoting sustainable industry
development, and optimizing resource allocation to drive the economic growth and

stable development of the tourism sector. A comprehensive and precise evaluation



indexes system can effectively measure the implementation of governance measures,
helping relevant departments identify problems promptly and take effective actions,
thus improving decision-making accuracy and execution efficiency. Additionally, the
evaluation system provides objective support for policy adjustments through scientific
data and quantitative assessments, ensuring the scientific and operational effectiveness
of policy implementation. This not only significantly boosts the economic benefits of
local and national economies but also promotes the development of other related
industries, fostering synergistic effects along the tourism value chain. This, in turn,
drives the growth of sectors such as accommodation, transportation, catering, and
entertainment, creating inter-industry linkages and providing strong support for local
economic prosperity and global economic integration. By establishing a scientific
governance system, tourism can better leverage its economic driving force, promoting
investments, employment, regional development, and other multifaceted economic
benefits, ultimately driving comprehensive, coordinated, and sustainable economic
growth. This ensures that tourism continues to inject steady growth into the economy,
achieving long-term, stable economic prosperity.

Main provisions

(1) This research comprehensively introduces governance theory into the concepts,
entities, models, and evaluation index of tourism governance, aiming to provide a new
perspective for the development of tourism governance theory. By systematically
analyzing the core concepts of tourism governance, it clarifies its connotations and
extensions, further enriching the theoretical framework of tourism governance.

(2) This research provides a detailed analysis of the current state of tourism



governance in PRC and KG. Through a comparative analysis of the two countries’
tourism governance, it reveals the challenges and opportunities each face, providing
valuable reference for future empirical research and cross-national comparisons.

(3) Based on existing governance evaluation index systems, this research further
constructs a more detailed and practical evaluation system for assessing tourism
governance effectiveness. This system not only covers multi-dimensional indicators of
tourism governance but also combines operability and applicability, allowing for
precise quantification of governance effectiveness. By quantifying the evaluation of
governance effectiveness, the research provides relevant departments with practical
measurement tools to aid in the formulation of more scientific and refined governance
policies.

(4) This research conducts a comparative analysis of the tourism governance
effectiveness in PRC and KG, deeply revealing the strengths and weaknesses of both
countries in tourism development. Through systematic comparison, the research not
only identifies successful governance practices in both countries but also points out the
gaps in their governance systems, providing scientific basis for future cross-national
cooperation and policy adjustments.

(5) Based on the findings, this research suggests that PRC and KG strengthen their
cooperation in tourism development to deepen bilateral relations, promote economic
development in both countries, and help them jointly address the various challenges
they face in the process of tourism industry development.

Personal contribution

The author has constructed a comprehensive evaluation index system by



analyzing the connotation and extension of the concept of tourism governance in detail.
Through empirical testing, the author has verified the scientific and operability of the
index system and provided the optimization plan. This research not only promotes the
development of tourism governance theory, but also provides policymakers with
practical evaluation tools and decision-making support.
